Who Can Participate?
Students in grades 7-12.

How Do I Submit My Entry?

Each student must complete an Entry Form, have it
signed by their parent/guardian, and submit it with their
song on CD or cassette tape to the address below.
Submissions will not be returned.

Who Will Judge the Submissions?

The judges for the first round will include WOR hosts,
staff, listeners and entertainment industry leaders. The
first round determines the Top 25 Semi-Finalists. A
panel of entertainment industry professionals will judge
the Top 25 at the Shining Star Sing-Off. Semi-Finalists
will be judged on four categories, including Vocal
Performance, Stage Presence, Originality and Overall
Presentation. The judging panel chooses the Top 6 from
total performance scores at the Sing-Off. The Top 6
students’ songs are then aired for WOR listeners, who
vote for their favorite. The student with the most votes
is named the WOR Shining Star.

Do I Need Accompaniment?
